General Ecological Methanol is of low toxicity to aquatic organisms.
Information: PERSISTENCE AND DEGRADABILITY: If released to the atmosphere, a vapor

pressure of 127 mm Hg at 25 deg C indicates that methanol will exist solely in the vapor
phase. Vapor phase methanol is degraded in the atmosphere by reaction with
photochemically-produced hydroxyl radicals; the half-life for this reaction in air is
estimated to be 17 days. Volatilization from moist soil surfaces is expected to be an
important fate process based upon a Henry's Law constant of 4.55X10-6 atm-cu m/mole.
Methanol may also volatilize from dry soils based upon it vapor pressure. Biodegradation
of methanol in soils is expected to occur rapidly based on half-lives in a sandy silt loam
from Texas and a sandy loam from Mississippi of 1 and 3.2 days, respectively.
